Who can tryout?

Any male player born in 1990 or 1991 can tryout for the U18 team, with any player born in 1992 or 1993
trying out for the U16 team. On a limited basis, players born in 1994 can also tryout, but must first
contact TJ Kolba at CASA.Development.Academy@gmail.com.

Participation Guide Lines

“To maintain a focus on training, Development Academy teams do not play in any other leagues, tournaments or State Cup
competitions. Additionally, players are only allowed to compete on their designated Academy team, with only two exceptions:
high school soccer and national team duty.”

Per USSF regulations, any full time Academy player is only permitted to play with:
1. His USSF Development Academy Team (November through July)
2. His high school team (July/August through October/November)
3. The US National Team
